Every day in class we will be learning – reading, taking notes, working on assignments and projects, studying and practicing what students will need to be prepared to demonstrate the understanding of NGSS and state content standards.  Scores will reflect depth of knowledge of standards. 

Daily assignments are listed on the classroom board and students are encouraged to take a picture of the board every day.   The same assignments and information covered during class can also be found on the website. 

We correct work as we go.  When class time is not used appropriately an incomplete assignment may result in a lower score.  Students with IEPs and 504s will not be penalized. Content Standards/Learning Objectives that score below 70% may be retaken during the following Wednesday after school study session.  Additional study work MUST be completed before the retake to insure that our time spent after school has been put to its best use.  Students who miss a test or exam should plan to make it up within two days during a lunch or after school.

Classroom:
Our classroom is both a classroom and a lab.  We also have Chrome Books available one day a week.  Student behavior expectations are set very high.  Students are to be in their assigned seat unless instructed to form groups, and to stay with their lab partners at their assigned lab station.  A science lab can be a dangerous place for those who cannot abide by all safety rules!  All lab equipment, supplies, compounds and liquids should not be handled until after thorough procedures have been given and ONLY when instructed to do so.  Until then, none of the equipment or supplies should to be handled in any way and ONLY during that assigned lab duration.  Safety violations will result in removal from the lab and a 0 for the lab score.  After the 2nd such incident, the student will no longer participate in classroom labs.  There will be an alternate assignment or a “home” lab that will be given and will be due within 5 days.  
       STUDENTS MUST DO HOMEWORK READING & ASSIGNMENTS BEFORE COMING TO CLASS!
A homework reading schedule is on the white board, handed out on paper and found on my website. Students will be quizzed on the homework assignments in class.  Verbal participation is required and is graded.  Homework will be checked and scored at the beginning of each class without additional warnings. Understanding of the day’s lesson will be compromised if the reading homework is not completed.
Classwork:
If a lab activity is missed, students should check to see if a make-up is available Wednesday after school.  Concepts learned during lab activities, results, and conclusions are useful for understanding quiz and test questions.  


Students will also be doing several small projects each semester that will require time both in and out of class that involve various types of study and research throughout the year. 

                        Other assignments include study guides, vocabulary, hands-on activities, reading(s), and written assignments.

Attendance:
Being absent does not excuse you from the information, activities and assignments that occur in class.  You need to keep up with the pacing and get missed work made up and turned in within 2 days for each class period missed.  I will post weekly handouts, homework, Power Points and videos, on my website,   http://orhsgriner.weebly.com  so you can print out or review them at home for study as well as having them available if you are absent. What do I Take Next?     With a grade of D- or higher, everyone will go on to Biology next year.  If you feel as if you are incorrectly placed in science this year, remember you must be taking Geometry concurrently with Biology. 

Biology is a very rigorous course which involves lots of memorization and the foundation that Earth Science provides.   After Biology will be Chemistry, as well as several other science electives to choose from.  
What if I am Struggling?   At some point, everyone needs a little help!  
· Re-read the chapter information 
(I personally read over information when I’m studying at least 3 times), 
· Take outline notes of chapter reading,

· Review the Power Points & videos from class on the website: orhsgriner.weebly.com  

· Check for other You Tubes covering the area you want to understand better, 
· Study all worksheets and assignments in binder, 
· Peer-study groups are available and all around you as most 9th graders are taking Earth Science
· Make-ups & Retakes on quizzes and tests during after school Wednesday sessions.   
· Attend the Tutoring help available after school most Wednesdays and an occasional Friday.  Remember to sign-up on the whiteboard!  
If you are a 504 or IEP student, I have many strategies that can help you succeed in class.  Please talk to me regarding 

your accommodations!
  Reading and Outline homework is ALWAYS due ON TIME or you will be lost in class. 
 All other written assignments follow IEP/504 guidelines.
