The El Dorado Union High School District has designed an excellent comprehensive Child Development course for 10th, 11th and 12th grade students that meet the California State Standards requirements and provides valuable information to help your student make quality life decisions.  

The course curriculum will present information in the area of FAMILY HEALTH during school year 2015-16.  The instructor will be Mrs.  Griner.   Information which may be covered includes the physiology and anatomy of reproduction, abstinence, contraception, pregnancy, fetal development, birth, birth defects, HIV infection, sexually transmitted infections and diseases (STIs and STDs) which is part of the California Comprehensive Sexual Health and HIV/AIDS Prevention Education Act from Education Code Sec. 51930-51939.  It is our belief that through education, a better understanding of these matters will allow students to make more responsible decisions.  It is to be noted that abstinence is emphasized throughout this class unit within the context of prevention education (EC 51934).  However, abstinence-only education is not permitted in California public schools. 

This course was developed in concert with California Department of Education guidelines with input from parents and community leaders, as well as our Child Development Advisory Board consisting of community professionals and College and University Educators in the field. Upon written request from a parent or guardian, a student may be excused from any part of the course’s curriculum that conflicts with his/her religious training and beliefs including personal moral conviction.  To be exempt from any portion of the curriculum, a parent or guardian must preview the curriculum and complete the required exemption/waiver form at the District Office.  Parents will be notified by mail upon review of the exemption and approval of the waiver once turned to the District Office.  Please contact me by email if you would like to set up a day to go over this information if you feel it necessary.  My Prep period is during 5th period, Wednesday’s and Friday’s from 10:35 to 12:25.

California Comprehensive Sexual Health & HIV/AIDS Prevention Act

The California Comprehensive Sexual Health and HIV/AIDS Prevention Education Act (Education Code [EC] sections 51930-51939), has two primary purposes:
To provide a pupil with the knowledge and skills necessary to protect his or her sexual and reproductive health from unintended pregnancy and STDs;
 To encourage a pupil to develop healthy attitudes concerning adolescent growth and development, body image, gender roles, sexual orientation, dating, marriage, and family.

These sections of the Ed. Code address both comprehensive sexual health education and HIV/AIDS prevention education. The law requires that HIV/AIDS prevention education is taught once in middle school and once in high school, and states that if comprehensive sexual health education is taught, the local educational agency (LEA) must abide by all tenets of EC 51933. The LEA may not pick and choose topics.
