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Child Development Bulletin Board Project

Improving self-esteem is essential when dealing with children.  This is not always an easy thing to do, particularly if you might be experiencing some issues in that department.  During this assignment work to express and display the positives in your life - the things you value and enjoy doing.  Everyone has had some sadness in their lives but remember our project is about celebrating our happy and proud moments in time.  Watch the interest your project generates in others and you will see how projects like this can be useful in helping children improve self-esteem.

Each student will be responsible for putting together a bulletin board about him or her self.  The finished project should measure about 48" x 48".  You can use white or colored butcher paper as your base and many have found it helpful to attach it to a firm backing such as poster board. (Foam core board is too expensive)  It may also be easier to transport in sections that you will place side by side to create the whole.  Be creative with the background and the boarder design.  The completed bulletin board must be up before the tardy bell on the first day of the week you have selected.  For each period  you are late, you will lose 5 points.   If you are one day late ( 24 hours) you will lose 50 points - the message here is you NEED to have it up on time.    You are also welcome to put it up after our class during break on the Friday before.

It should include the following things:
1.  Your name displayed in a creative manner.
2.  Pictures of yourself as an infant and as a growing child- Type up info - who, what, when...
3.  Pictures of your family, friends and pets.
4.  An award, certificate, or memento (which you value). 
Include a short description telling that story.
5.  Something you are proud of doing - currently or have done in the past.  Pictures & info.
6.  Pictures of  your hobbies and interests.
7.  Role model(s)information.  Who has inspired you, describe how you would like the world to remember you.
8.  An interesting background 
9.  A decorative boarder on all sides.
10.  All pictures with written descriptions below them

Children love to look at pictures of themselves as babies.  They feel proud of their accomplishments, hobbies, and interests.  Sharing is fun!!  Often children are willing to discuss these topics with others (adults,  you, etc.)  It is important that at this point in a childs life that you are a good listener and can ask questions.  A good discussion with friends or family members can improve a childs self-esteem as well as improve family relations.


Use this assignment to feel good about yourself, to be proud of your accomplishments and to enjoy selecting pictures to share with us.  Be sure to discuss this assignment with your family and friends - and have them help you complete it!  Invite your friends to come to our classroom and see it while its on display.

Be sure to check the grading sheet as you finalize your project - you have the rubric that will be used to evaluate your project so dont forget to make sure you have covered all the items that are on the rubric.  The Bulletin Board needs to be hung on the wall Monday morning (or the first day of the week) before your first class and should be taken down Friday at the end of our class period.  And if Friday is a holiday then I will expect the board to be taken down on the last school day of that week.  This is vital for others to be able to get their projects up in time for the following week.
